Dorothy’s earthly life drew to a close in January 1963 leaving
Burrswood's future in the safe hands of Dr Edward Aubert. Dorothy
always looked upon death as a gateway to life and she had now
reached the gateway and gone through.

Burrswood 1963 onwards

After Dorothy died her work continued under the administration of
the Trust that bears her name. Much change has taken place at
Burrswood over the intervening years but the founding principles
remain as Dorothy intended.

Today Burrswood Health and Wellbeing provides a range of health
care services from relaxing breaks in our beautiful guest
accommodation to goal-orientated multidisciplinary therapeutic
programmes. The team prides itself on its approach to ‘whole person
care’ and provides wellbeing to the needs of one’s body, mind and
spirit. There is counselling, physiotherapy and input from chaplains and
support staff - available as needed whether visiting as a guest or
booking in for a stay with appropriate care included.

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The Miraculous Healing

Dorothy Kerin came to Burrswood in 1948 but
we must go back further in time to 1912 to
understand how it was that she followed the
divine path that brought her to this place.

In 1948 she found Burrswood and with the
proceeds of the sale of the Ealing properties this was secured. Later
Etherton Hill was sold and the family also moved to Burrswood.

Burrswood 1948 - 1963

Burrswood, like Etherton Hill, had been requisitioned by the military
in the war and was also in a dreadful condition. Dorothy restored the
house and grounds and began the process of making Burrswood
into a truly unique place it is today. It began as a registered nursing
ppmeawrege jorthqday meglieal care gyas gombijnel with Christian
prayers and counselling to create a place of healing for the whole
person; body, mind and spirit. From the beginning there was an
integration of medical and spiritual expertise to address the total
needs of the patient. Burrswood became known internationally and
Dorothy received support from many influential people including
the Bishop of Coventry, Cuthbert Bardsley. The Bishop was
Chairman of the Board of Trustees for many years and continued his
active support until 1982.

One could argue that her crowning glory was the Church of Christ
the Healer. This beautiful building was constructed in response to a
vision received by Dorothy and is the only church in the Anglican
tohrhunicd built and dedicated specifically for the ministry of
healing. At the time of the vision there was no money with which to
pay for the construction of the Church. With the words ‘where God
guides, God provides' Dorothy went forward with the project in
1959, ignoring many counsels of caution. As a testament to
Dorothy’s faith, the gifts of money arrived in sufficient sums to meet
all the costs incurred and the Church was built in ten months. The
Dedication Service took place on 14th May 1960, celebrated by the
Bishop of Coventry, assisted by Bishop Lloyd Morell, former Bishop
of Lewes and the Reverend E L Fossard, former Dean of Guernsey.
